The Sunday of the Holy Forefathers

It is called the "Sunday of the Holy
Forefathers" because it is dedicated to
the Forefathers of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Holy Prophet and Forerunner John the
Baptist and the Theotokos. They lived
before the Law and under the Law,
especially the Patriarch Abraham, to
whom God said, "In thy seed shall all of
the nations of the earth be blessed"
(Genesis 12:3; 22:18).

From Adam and Eve on, there were
among that people righteous and holy
men and women. In their lives they
prefigured the life of Christ and foresaw
Christ. All these are in fact our spiritual
family, for they saw, long before we were
born, the One Whom we confess, Christ
our true God.
